In an 
effort to familiarize people 
with this soon to be manda-
tory program, there have 
already been several intro-
ductory workshops across 
the State for Funeral Direc-
tors on how to use the Sys-
tem.  While, many Physi-
cians haven’t learned about 
this yet, there are even 
more Coroners/ME’s and 
Registrars that haven’t 
even heard about what it is 
and that it will be going into 
effect soon.  It will be chal-

lenging to say the least. 
 
 In an effort to assist Vi-
tal Records with implement-
ing some training aspects 
of EDRS, NYSACCME will 
be hosting a 2-hour work-
shop at our Fall Educa-
tional Conference on FRI-
DAY, SEPTEMBER 18th 
from 7-9 pm at the Wood-
cliff Hotel and Spa in Fair-
port, NY.  EDRS is a reality 

and we all will have to know 
how to use it and navigate 
through all the pages and 
drop-down menus.  I cer-
tainly encourage you to 
come and take advantage 
of all the information pre-
sented that weekend by 
attending the entire confer-
ence, your attendance for 
this particular presentation 
should be considered man-
datory in your mind.  The 
future of EDRS is here 
NOW and there isn’t any 
Coroner or ME that cannot 
afford to be up to speed 
with it.

“Decomposition & Anthropology: Unique Relationships and Challenges” is the theme for our Fall Confer-
ence.  NYSACCME President Scott Schmidt is the host for this event and has packed the entire three days 
with important and useful lectures that we all can learn from.  A most important lecture that will occur on 
FRIDAY 9/18 from 7-9 pm will be one on the new Electronic Death Certificate Registration System (EDRS) 
which Vital Records is rolling out in trial areas across the State starting in June.  This program has been several 
years in the making and finally it is in a functional form.  Training on the program for Coroners and ME’s has 
been zero until now.  After this live presentation, there has been talk about conference call training across the 
State in several regions, but at this point, that is still in the planning stages and could happen AFTER the pro-
gram is official implemented…which could be as soon as this Fall!  You are STRONGLY urged to attend this 
conference if for nothing else…to get basic training on the EDRS as you will be MANDATED to use it. 
 
Decomposition hinders investigation of death for all parties, so it is important to understand it, how to deal 
with it, and be knowledgeable on how to work through its effects on a human remains.  To help us under-
stand the various nuances of decomposition, we will also have lectures by several anthropologist who are often 
used in assisting with identification of decomposed remains.  For those non-Funeral Directors attending, there 
will be a lecture on reconstructing a remains for viewing following a gunshot wound to the head as well as fol-
lowing an organ/tissue harvest.  Dennis Daulton, a renowned Embalming and Restorative Technician with 
the Dodge Chemical Company will teach us the detriment of decomposition in reconstruction of remains for 
public viewing following traumatic injury and medical procedures.  We will also have Dr. Dawnie Steadman 
present a program on the University of TN “Body Farm” as well as some interesting research projects they are 
conducting at the University.  Dr. William Rodriguez, a World-Renowned Anthropologist formerly from Do-
ver Port Mortuary and an authority in Mass Fatalities, will present on exhuming and identifying remains from 
Iraq and Afghanistan.  There will be case studies from Forensic Pathologist Dr. Richard Callery, and Retired 
Chief Medical Investigator for the State of DE, Hal Brown, will present an in-depth presentation on the proc-
ess of decomposition.  Dr. Jennifer Forsyth will present the challenges faced by a Pathologist with a decom-
posed body as well as some case studies, too!  Dr. Elizabeth DiGangi will provide some insight on determin-
ing human bones from non-human bones and Dr. Jennifer Prutsman-Pfeiffer will present a cold-case of skele-
tal remains found in 1983 and finally identified in 2014 using modern techniques and interagency cooperation.  
This weekend will be jam-packed with useful and interesting information.  The Hotel venue is one of the best 
NYSACCME has ever stayed at and will fill up quickly.  It can’t be stressed enough to make every effort to 
attend the Friday night session on EDRS as we will be MANDATED to use it in the near future.  Fill out 
your conference registration form and return it to the NYSACCME office ASAP to assure your reservation at 
this important, unique and interesting educational weekend.

ACCREDITATION POLICY 
Initial accreditation requires that each coroner/medical examiner has been in office for at least one year and an active 
member in good standing of NYSACCME for at least one year.  Upon that one (1) year of service, 54 credits of educa-
tional accreditation are needed; 36 credits to be from NYSACCME sponsored training courses. 
 
Every three (3) years to be reaccredited, the coroner/medical examiner needs a total of 36 credits in continuing educa-
tion.  To guarantee that this training has some responsiveness to the needs of New York State at least 18 credits must be 
in NYSACCME sponsored training courses. 
 
The descriptions of the categories listed are as follows: 
 

   A - NYSACCME sponsored seminar/program 
 

B - Credit is given to sponsors from organizations, i.e. AMA, AOA, Local 
      Government, criminal justice training courses, or other courses with 
      appropriate forensic thrust as determined by the Accreditation Board. 

 
C - Credit comes from training in any formal mechanism as approved and 
      evaluated by the Accreditation Board.  This can include college and other  
      formal course work.

     Schuyler County welcomes conference attendees of NYSACCME  once again to the Watkins Glen Harbor 
Hotel for the  Spring 2016 Conference weekend held on March 19th and 20th.  The theme of the Confer-
ence is an in-depth look at fire-related fatalities.  The New York State Academy of Fire Science is just down 
the road in Montour Falls, NY.  It is a unique facility which trains firemen from all over the state in many 
different fire-related issues.  Instrumental in helping put the Conference together is William J. McGovern, 
Jr., Deputy Chief of the New York State Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Services. (By coinci-
dence, both of his parents are long-time members of NYSACCME.)  Bill will educate us on the New York 
State Burn Injury Reporting Law. 
     Lectures concerning Chemical Suicide and the Fire & Death Investigation Process will be presented.  Dr. 
Elayne J. Pope, a well-known forensic anthropologist from Norfolk, Virginia, will give a 4-hour block of talks 
on the effects of fire on human remains, an area in which she is considered a national expert.  
     A highlight of the Conference will be a live demonstration of how fast a fire can spread, without the use 
of accelerants.  This live burn exercise will be held at the NYS Fire Academy campus which houses the only 
laboratory of its kind in New York State.  Fire pattern recognition will also be demonstrated. 
     Some of our favorite speakers will be at the Conference as well.  Look forward to seeing everyone in 
Watkins Glen!
